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In order to portray the benevolence, purity and goodness of the goddess, costume director Tina Liu
used ostrich feathers in a gentle shade of pale pink that are as silky as a baby’s skin to create shawls
and dresses in different lengths that would be worn along with the development of the storyline. The
dresses were paired with a nude latex bodysuit custom-made in London that had to be worn with
lubricant, a champagne-coloured wig, pearl head-ornaments, a stone-embellished eye mask, and
transparent heels. Karen Mok flew around in the scene while wearing this costume, perfectly

encapsulating the goddess’s shapely form and extraordinary good looks.
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
