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Shaw Brothers films flourished in the 1960s, and a dazzling range of fashion appeared on the screen.
A collection of rare and vintage gipaos from that period is still stored at the studio’s costume

warehouse today.

The film legend Linda Lin played the role of a nightclub singer in the classic romance film Love
Without End. She was a picture of glamour, and her style in the film made her an icon of fashion for
many Hong Kong women during that period. The form-fitting gipao in stripes of light blue and beige
she wore in the film shows off her graceful physique. The slit on the left side has a hidden zipper
that can be opened up further so the actress can act while sitting comfortably. This design

demonstrates the ingenuity and craftsmanship of the costume makers.
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
