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Foreword

The “Hong Kong International Poster Triennial” is jointly organised by the Hong Kong Heritage Museum
and the Hong Kong Designers Association. It debuted in 2001 and is now in its eighth edition, celebrating
creative poster designs worldwide and fostering cultural exchange among designers. The theme of this
Triennial is “Multiverse”, in which designers were encouraged to innovate in media, concept and style,
while showcasing the diversity of poster design. In response to the evolving development of culture and
technology, this year marks our first global call for entries in digital format through an online platform,
following the introduction of the “Animated Poster” category in the previous edition. This is also the first
time we established two independent specialist judging panels to assess the printed and animated posters
to reflect the development of digital design and facilitate message conveyance and audience engagement.
The aim is to explore the possibilities of poster design and rethink contemporary design methods,
prompting designers to transcend language, geographical and cultural boundaries in a globalised context
to create works that resonate with the public.

The successful launch of this Triennial relied on the support of the professional international judges,
including Mr. Eric Chan, Mr. Huang Hai, Mr. Felix Pfaftli, Mr. Shinnoske Sugisaki, Ms. Eva Wendel, Mr.
Henry Chu and Mr. Thomas Widdershoven and team Mr. Tin Nguyen and Mr. Edward Cutting. Over
several months, our judging panels went through online judging, video conferencing and onsite judging,
whose criteria was based on the originality, creativity and technical competence of the works. There were
over 3,189 entries from 55 countries / regions, from which 18 award-winning entries and 137 sets of
posters were selected for display in this exhibition. The judges also donated design works to the museum
for exhibition and as a permanent collection. On behalf of the Hong Kong Heritage Museum, [ would like
to thank our esteemed panel of judges.

The launch of this exhibition would not have been possible without the support of the Hong Kong
Designers Association, especially Chairman Ms. Mui Kinoshita, Vice-chairman Mr. Hong Ko, Executive
Committee Members Ms. Kristie Ip and Dr. Jasman Pang, for their invaluable contribution to the
exhibition. Special thanks to designer Mr. Ken Lo and his team for creating the visual identity for this
Triennial. Finally, I would like to sincerely thank all participating designers from around the world for
their support for the Triennial. Each entry reflects the creativity and passion of the designer. I hope the
exhibition inspires more dialogue, allowing us to continue to jointly promote cultural exchange and
innovation.

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Preface

The “Hong Kong International Poster Triennial”, co-organised by the Hong Kong Heritage Museum and
the Hong Kong Designers Association, is now in its eighth edition, celebrating nearly a quarter of a century.
With the changes and developments in technology and socio-cultural contexts, people assume different
identities, navigate multiple roles in both virtual and real worlds. This evolution is also reflected in the
development of graphic design. In the past, poster production was predominantly static and printed; today,
in contrast, posters appear not only in print but also in dynamic virtual forms across various digital media,
echoing our theme this year, “Multiverse”.

Moving through different eras, we not only preserve tradition but also keep pace with the contemporary
trends. Since the last edition, an “Animated Poster” category has been added, and this year marks the first
establishment of two judging panels (for printed and animated posters categories) and online submissions,
and we are no longer limited by geographic boundaries. This enables us to traverse the infinite realms of
creative imagery. Interestingly, even as we embrace the digital age, participation in our printed posters
category continues to grow and shows no signs of decline.

As a designer, I find that this competition showcases a rich diversity of ideas and styles. Each poster



concept is a unique interpretation by the designers, showcasing their ability to discover inspiration and
spark creativity. It also prompts me to reflect on the possibilities of design and continue my journey of
exploration.

On behalf of the Hong Kong Designers Association, I would like to thank the Hong Kong Heritage
Museum and the project team formed by our committee members for their effort and contributions. I also
extend my gratitude to our internationally renowned judges: Mr. Eric Chan, Mr. Huang Hai, Mr. Felix
Pfaftli, Mr. Shinnoske Sugisaki, Ms. Eva Wendel, Mr. Henry Chu, Mr. Thomas Widdershoven, and team
Mr. Tin Nguyen and Mr. Edward Cutting. Special thanks to Mr. Ken Lo, the visual identity designer and
his creative team BLOW, for their involvement and creativity. Finally, I appreciate the support and active
participation of all participants and awardees, which has made this Triennial a success.

In the previous edition of Triennial, we encouraged designers to continue exploring the possibilities of
digitisation and raised the question of whether we should return to simplicity and preserve the irreplaceable
value of printed paper. Regardless, we have entered the era of artificial intelligence. I believe that
embracing new technologies and utilising different tools to simplify and reduce cumbersome processes

will free up more time and space for creativity, marking a new beginning in this era of limitless possibilities.

Poster Triennial”. I am well-acquainted with this event, having been engaged in this project since 2004.
Over the past twenty years, it has been my great honour to have taken on various roles, including visual

identity design, team head of the organising committee of the Hong Kong Designers Association, project
consultant, and now a judge. It is truly a wonderful journey.

In recent years, the evolution of digital media has made it easier for us to access information from all
around the world, anytime, anywhere, on our smartphones, allowing us to experience a variety of visual
impacts with greater transparency. Therefore, during the judging process, I discovered that many entries
were ones | had already seen online before; the works in the “Thematic” category, of course, were the
exception. Overall, the quality of this year’s submissions did not fully meet my expectation. Many works
I had seen online seemed less refined when viewed in person, reflecting that the designers may not have
applied the same level of attention to detail in their printing processing techniques and paper selection as
entrants in previous years.

During the first round adjudication, I saw Mayuka Nanbu’s Play with Typography poster and immediately
included it in my favourites. In addition to its visual appeal, I also appreciated the designer’s thoughtful
approach to typography, which made the viewer’s experience truly enjoyable. As a form of communication,
it is delightful to view a poster if it conveys a sense of happiness.

To this day, I still enjoy participating in design competitions that capture my interest. I believe that entering
any competition should be approached with the mindset of attending a party—engaging seriously and
enjoying the creative process without worrying about winning or losing an award.
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Judges’ Insights

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Judges’ Insights

It has been an absolute pleasure to serve as a judge for “Hong Kong International Poster Triennial 2024”.
The adjudication process has been an enriching experience, not only because of the fantastic entries but
also due to the opportunity to engage with creative minds from around the world. I was particularly
fascinated by how different cultural backgrounds influence design decisions in unique ways, yet, at their
core, these decisions often align on fundamental principles. Connecting with other professionals,
exchanging ideas, and building friendships within the global design community have been a great pleasure.
I believe we formed a great team. Rather than making individual decisions, we worked collaboratively,
taking into account everyone’s experiences, standpoints, and opinions to reach a consensus.

The overall quality of the submissions was very high, making the judging process both exciting and
challenging. The entries displayed a wide range of printing techniques, creative processes, stylistic



approaches, and cultural influences. I was particularly struck by the innovation, craftsmanship, and
thought that went into each poster. Each design had its own strength, and sometimes it was difficult to
compare one strength with another. However, we always managed to find common ground in our
evaluations.

When selecting my Judges’ Award winner, my decision was guided by a personal connection I felt with
this poster. The design stood out for its playfulness, its detailed composition of shapes and colours, and its
subtle yet beautifully choreographed typography. It reminded me of why I chose design as a career—
capturing the essence of creativity, communication, and joy that I strive for in my own work every day.

I also want to extend my heartfelt thanks to the organisers of HKIPT2024. Without their excellent
preparation and organisation, as well as the support of everyone who helped over these days, none of this
would have been possible. Their hard work ensured that everything ran smoothly, making the entire
experience a success—not only in terms of design but also in the wonderful culinary experience we
enjoyed throughout the event.

For young designers or those considering participating in future editions of HKIPT, my advice is simple:
you’re in excellent company. Designers from every corner of the world contribute to this event, and
participating offers a fantastic opportunity to connect with a global network of creative individuals.

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Judges’ Insights
Shinnoske Sugisaki

I sincerely express my gratitude to the organiser of “Hong Kong International Poster Triennial” for inviting
me to serve as a judge. It is truly unfortunate that I could not visit Hong Kong despite this wonderful
opportunity. However, thanks to the excellent organisation and smooth judging process, along with a
diverse and discerning panel of judges—especially my old friend Mr. Eric Chan—and the support of
relevant personnel, [ was able to participate as a judge remotely.

During the first round of judging, I reviewed a large number of entries one by one through online images.
After multiple rounds of review, several pieces left a deep impression on me. I then became curious about
the designers of these works, imagining and analysing the ideas and intentions behind their creative
processes. During the online judging, I focused on observing the designers’ pure creative thoughts without
being distracted by the details of the works.

The charm of a poster lies in its power to convey messages instantly. The first impression is of significance
in engaging the audience into visual communication. When the expressions of the work align with the
designer’s thought process, it creates captivating works. Great works encapsulate a narrative and a
structure of communication.

The second round of judging involved evaluating the physical works, which presence, size, and visual
texture are crucial. I participated in the judging discussions remotely. It was a pleasure to entrust my
evaluations to everyone’s discerning choices.

My selection of Judges’ Award-winning piece, Fantasy Time by Wang Xuancheng, impressed me with a
mysterious vitality at first glance. It made a lasting impression in my heart. This image serves as a character,
a form and a performer. It represents the fantasy time between awakening and sleep, almost like a
psychological typographic work. Apart from this piece, I also encountered many other impressive posters
during the judging process that focus on typography design, including the Gold Award: MULTIVERSE by
Chen Yuese, the Silver Award: Bodhisattva by Li Wangbo, and the Silver Award: Choice of Heart by Jiang
Yan.

I believe that contemporary graphic design in East Asia is significantly influenced by the history of text
and books. The diverse scripts, such as Kana and Hangul, along with Chinese characters that embody
sound, shape and meaning, are not only languages but also forms encapsulate the essence of visual
communication design. Understanding and learning from the history of visual communication design is
crucial for creating future designs.

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Judges’ Insights

Designers from all over the world sent in their posters to the “Hong Kong International Poster Triennial”,
offering a fascinating glimpse into global trends and styles. The sheer volume of entries submitted was
remarkable, as was the diversity of the works. The first round of adjudication for the competition involved
online rating to create a shortlist of the best works. In the second round, we had the privilege of seeing
these shortlisted posters displayed in the Hong Kong Heritage Museum. It was incredibly exciting to
finally see the posters in their actual formats, and I was particularly impressed by the high quality of the
printing and paper used. The tactile experience of viewing them up close made a strong impact.

The hospitality we experienced in Hong Kong was another highlight. Both my partner, Pit Stenkhoff—
whom I co-founded our design studio Neue Gestaltung with over 25 years ago—and I were warmly
welcomed. We were able to engage in meaningful cultural exchanges not only with the local community
but also with the international participants.

What stood out to me the most, however, was the collaboration between the jurors. Coming from different
countries and regions, each of us brought unique cultural perspectives to the judging process, which
enriched our discussions. Although there were some translation hurdles along the way, these only added
depth to the conversations. The debates surrounding the award decisions were both fruitful and eye-
opening. It was inspiring to engage in this exchange of ideas, which revealed that despite our linguistic
differences, there is indeed a common language we all understand—the language of visuals.

Posters, by their very nature, communicate in this universal visual language. This is one of their most
powerful qualities: they transcend the need for words and communicate directly through imagery, colour,
and composition. This ability to cross cultural and linguistic boundaries is what makes posters such an
important and enduring medium. They are not just tools for disseminating information; they are works of
art that speak to people on an emotional and intellectual level, regardless of where they come from.
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Judges’ Insights
Henry Chu

I recall viewing a variety of poster designs by prominent graphic designers at the “Hong Kong
International Poster Triennial” years ago when I was still an emerging designer. At that time, I thought,
“How wonderful it would be to be featured in the Triennial!” Since I work in digital media, opportunities
to design physical posters are quite rare. With the rise of digital media and my recent opportunities to
create digital art, I find the viewing experience of these works to be similar to that of traditional posters.
Both are large-scale visual presentation and thought-provoking.

In recent years, my judging work has focused primarily on commercial advertising and design, with
criteria based on creativity and execution. This time, as I was invited to be a judge in the Poster Triennial,
I tended to consider the impact of technology on design more. Today, the power of machines is
encroaching on various occupations and influencing the designer’s thought processes. In the age of
generative artificial intelligence, creativity is belittled, and craftsmanship is devalued. What then remains
that is precious and exceptional? These are the questions I pondered the most as a judge this year.

This is the first year for establishing a specialised animated poster judging panel. The categories of the
varied works include commercial, visual arts and experimental works. Many of the large-scale design
competitions divide these categories for judging, as commercial works, for instance, are often judged by
market effectiveness, which is measured against industry standards. This time, however, it’s intriguing to
see different categories of animated posters together that hardly could be clearly judged according to the
standards by each category. How do we decide which is the most outstanding work? This highlights the
advantage of having human who come from various cultural and professional backgrounds as judges.
They have personal preferences and subjective views, and sometimes, when they encounter a design that
they are interested, they can be quite wilful. I find the judges’ decisions fascinating, as they reflect their
beliefs.

At the end of the day, do we still need designers? To respond to this question, I chose works that convey
the message that we still require free will to create. We must maintain our aversion to mediocracy and
pursue aesthetic fulfillment and joy in the creative process.
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Judges’ Insights
Thomas Widdershoven

Posters are alive—and kicking.

When I went to art school—around 1990—poster art was strong in the public domain. In Amsterdam,
Anthon Beeke shocked us with posters featuring extreme imagery. I almost fell off my bike when I saw a
naked woman’s sex with leather straps, reminiscent of a horse’s ass. The poster demanded attention for a
Shakespeare play: Troilus and Cressida.

Posters for cultural events had little economic significance. Lex Reitsma, for instance, made posters for
the opera, where the shows were already sold out long before the poster hit the street. The poster was there
to connect the city to the opera, even for those in the city who would not visit the opera. These posters had
cultural value.

Posters for art shows often reflected the imagery of the poster’s designer rather than the artist in the show.
Designer Wim Crouwel put his own typographic image on the poster for Claes Oldenburg, using a typeface
that mimicked Oldenburg’s soft sculptures.

But gradually, even posters for cultural events became more commercial. Increasingly, they are seen as
part of a strategy to attract new audiences. Even great institutions like the Rijksmuseum and the Stedelijk
Museum in Amsterdam now present a piece of art and the name of the show in a corporate style. Slowly,
poster as a medium for cultural expression in the street seems to be dying.

But new times bring new media, and new media bring new art! At this moment, we spend so much more

time walking through screens than walking through streets, and posters have found a way to infiltrate our
screens: the new posters move.

Judging this year’s “Hong Kong International Poster Triennial” was a tremendous honour and pleasure.
Many of the posters we saw had obvious cultural value, exploring new technical, social, or visual territory.
I want to single out one: the poster series for the “Exhibition of Taiwanese Aesthetic Textbook Designs in
Macao” by WWAVE DESIGN. What’s so remarkable about these posters is that they work equally well
in print and in motion. This is due to the geometric setup of the image. By reducing a book to a cuboid, it
has a strong presence in print and endless possibilities in motion. The colour (red, green, two pinks, and a
soft yellow) form not only a unique music chord but also an aesthetic one, fitting the aesthetic textbook
designs featured in the exhibition. It is the somewhat restricted or dry approach that makes this image so
fitting to draw attention to books—that old graphic medium. Old and new interact in a very optimistic and
cheerful way in these designs. In this way, this series is exemplary for this time and age. Posters are alive—
and kicking.
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Judges’ Insights
Tin Nguyen & EdwardCutting

It was a real honour for us to be judges for “Hong Kong International Poster Triennial”. One of the best
parts of the experience was seeing such a wide range of responses from designers from around the world.
The diversity in how different designers explored their ideas and played with emerging technologies was
incredible. It was really exciting to see how people from various cultures brought their unique perspectives
into their works.

The overall quality of the entries was impressive. It was clear that a lot of thought went into how each
poster communicated its concept while also pushing the boundaries of what can be done with animation.
Seeing designers experiment and take risks with both their concepts and technical skills was truly inspiring.

For anyone thinking about joining in the future, our biggest piece of advice is to focus on communication.
It is the most important part of any design. But once you’ve nailed that, don’t be afraid to play, experiment,
and explore. Try things out, take risks, and most importantly, have fun!

Prominent media such as
Southern Weekly, Sanlian LifeWeek, and People’s Daily have conducted personal interviews with him.
With nearly ten years of experience in the field, he has collaborated with numerous famous Chinese film
directors including Wong Kar-wai, Jia Zhangke, Jiang Wen, Zhang Yimou, Chen Kaige, and Ann Hui. He
has also received invitations from overseas for designing posters for world classic films such as Star Wars,
The Seventh Seal, My Neighbour Totoro, Spirited Away, Chaos and Cinema Paradiso. The poster he
designed for the art film Angels Wear White was awarded the Best Poster of 2018 by the Toronto
International Film Festival. In 2018, the British film magazine Little White Lies selected the top 20 film
posters worldwide, and his posters for the film Shoplifters and the classic animation My Neighbour Totoro
both made it into the top ten, earning him described as “The rising Chinese design” by foreign media. He
has been interviewed by renowned Japanese media such as Asahi Shimbun and Mainichi Shimbun. In 2020,
the posters he designed for the Oscar-winning films Parasite and Shoplifters were officially collected by
the Academy Museum of Motion Pictures, making him the first Chinese designer to be included in their
collection.
